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AFFIDAVIT OF ALBA GLORIA HERNANDEZ ANGUIANO

I, Alba Gloria Hernandez Anguiano, swear under penalty of perjury that the following is true to
the best of my personal knowledge:

This affidavit contains some of my story, but not my entire story.
Background Information

['was born on e 1974, in Ahuachapan, El Salvador. My parents are Jesus Escalante (“Jesus”),
and Rita Hernandez Chavez (“Rita”). My parents passed away some years ago. | became a
naturalized United States citizen in or around 2023.

My Brother’s Detention

[ am the sister of Mario Hernandez Escalante (“Mario™). He is a citizen of El Salvador. In or
around 2019, an immigration judge granted my brother Mario protection in the United States under
the Convention Against Torture (CAT). Consequently, he had periodic annual check-ins with the
Immigration and Customs Enforcement office (ICE). Initially, these check-ins were once a year,
but this year they became more frequent, and he was ordered to use an ankle monitor, but I am
unaware of why.

This year, on or about June 3, 2025, my brother Mario was detained by ICE at the Baltimore Field
Office when he went for a check in. Mario was not originally scheduled to appear for a check-in
at the Baltimore Field Office on June 3, but he received a call from the ICE office on or about June
2, 2025, and he was told that he was required to show up the next day. My brother and I were
nervous because it is unusual for immigration officers to call and require people to show up in
their office. At least, that is not how my brother had received previous notices, because he used to
receive written notices at his house. Nonetheless, my brother always followed the rules with what
he was requested from by ICE, and he decided he would go to the office. I went with Mario to the
Baltimore Field Office for the newly scheduled check-in appointment at approximately 8:00 a.m.
Just in case, I took my U.S. passport with me to prove I was an American. While my brother and
I were waiting in the lobby. we heard other people talking. There were approximately 10 other
people who were all called the day before to go to the Baltimore Field Office who appeared at the
same time as my brother for the check-in.

While waiting in the lobby, I went to the bathroom and Mario remained in the lobby. While I was
in the bathroom, I heard someone say that everyone was being detained. I ran back to the lobby to
find out what had happened, but by the time I got there, ICE officers had escorted Mario and the
other people away. Unfortunately, [ was not able to speak with Mario in person again.

After that incident, I learned that Mario had been moved to the ICE holding cells at 31 Hopkins
Plaza in Baltimore, Maryland, because | asked an immigration officer where and why my brother
was being detained. I was given the map to get to Hopkins Plaza and told that Mario was detained
and to head to the Hopkins Plaza office, and that I would receive more information there. I did as
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['was told, but I was not given further information once I arrived. I asked officers at Hopkins Plaza
why my brother was being held there, but no one explained anything to me.

I spoke with Mario some days later when he called me, and he confirmed to me that he was
detained by ICE, but he gave no indication he was to be transferred anywhere. My brother informed
me that he did not have a place to sleep. There were no beds, and just one bathroom for all the
people there. He felt desperate and worried because no one gave him an explanation of why he
was detained. Feeling desperate for my brother’s wellbeing and the injustice he was suffering, on
or about June 5, 2025, I hired Blessinger Legal PLLC to represent Mario and seek his release from
ICE custody.

In or around June 6, 2025, | received a text message from IAH POLK Adult Detention Facility,
and there was a link for me to use so I could communicate with Mario. The message requested
additional funds for Mario’s account, and I transferred funds to his account. Later that day, I
received a call from the detention facility that Mario was trying to call me from, but additional
money needed to be placed in his account to facilitate the call. Therefore, I placed more money in
the account using the link app the message had. During the weekend, I finally spoke with Mario,
and he told me that he had been moved to Texas. As far as [ know, he has since been held at the
IAH Polk Adult Detention Facility in Livingston, Texas.

Mario also indicated that ICE officers in Texas requested that he sign paperwork that was blank
and/or which he did not understand because the documents were in English. However, Mario told
me that he refused to sign and notified ICE officials that he has an attorney, that he has been
granted CAT by an immigration judge, and that he cannot be deported to El Salvador because he
will be in danger. However, the immigration officers did not attempt to contact his attorneys at
any point. Mario said that he has not been given the chance to contact his attorneys either. The
immigration officers do not care that Mario’s life will be in danger if he returns to El Salvador.
The immigration officers want him to sign documents so he can be deported back to El Salvador.
Mario informed me that the immigration officer told him he was going to be deported whether he
signed the documents or not. The officer later offered deportation to Mexico if he signed the
documents, but Mario told him he could not be deported there.
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One of our brothers was killed in Mexico in or around 2023, but the officer did not care and only
told him he was going to be deported either way.

Yo, Alba Gloria Hernandez Anguiano, juro bajo pena de perjurio que lo siguiente es cierto segiin
mi leal saber y entender:

Esta declaracion jurada contiene parte de mi historia, pero no toda mi historia.
Antecedentes

Naci ! [ SN (974 en Ahuachapan, El Salvador. Mis padres son Jestis Escalante ("Jesus")
y Rita Herndndez Chdvez ("Rita"). Mis padres fallecieron hace algunos afios. Me converti en
ciudadana naturalizada de los Estados Unidos alrededor de 2023.

La Detencion de Mi Hermano

Soy hermana de Mario Hernandez Escalante ("Mario"). Es ciudadano de El Salvador. Alrededor
de 2019, un juez de inmigracién otorgd a mi hermano Mario proteccién en los Estados Unidos
bajo la Convencion contra la Tortura (CAT). En consecuencia, tenia controles anuales periédicos
con la oficina de Inmigracion y Control de Aduanas (ICE). Inicialmente, estos controles eran una
vez al afio, pero este afio se volvieron mas frecuentes y se le ordend usar un monitor de tobillo,
pero no sé por que.

Este afio, alrededor del 3 de junio de 2025, mi hermano Mario fue detenido por ICE en la Oficina
de Campo de Baltimore cuando fue a registrarse. Originalmente, Mario no estaba programado para
presentarse a un registro en la oficina de campo de Baltimore el 3 de junio, pero recibié una llamada
de la oficina de ICE alrededor del 2 de junio de 2025, y le dijeron que debia presentarse al dia
siguiente. Mi hermano y yo estdbamos nerviosos porque es inusual que los oficiales de Inmigracion
llamen y requieran que las personas se presenten en su oficina. Al menos, no es as{ como mi
hermano habia recibido avisos anteriores, porque solia recibir avisos escritos en su casa. Sin
embargo, mi hermano siempre sigui¢ las reglas con lo que le pedia ICE, y decidié que irfa a la
oficina. Fui con Mario a la oficina de campo de Baltimore para la cita de registro recién
programada aproximadamente a las 8:00 a.m. Por si acaso, me llevé mi pasaporte estadounidense
para demostrar que era estadounidense. Mientras mi hermano y yo esperabamos en el vestibulo,
escuchamos a otras personas hablando. Habia aproximadamente otras 10 personas que fueron
llamadas el dia anterior para ir a la oficina de campo de Baltimore y que se presentaron al mismo
tiempo que mi hermano para el registro.

Mientras esperaba en el vestibulo, fui al bafio y Mario se quedd en el vestibulo. Mientras estaba
en el bafio, escuché a alguien decir que todos estaban detenidos. Corri al vestibulo para averiguar
qué habia pasado, pero cuando llegué, los oficiales de ICE habian escoltado a Mario y a las otras
personas. Desafortunadamente, no pude volver a hablar con Mario en persona.

Después de ese incidente, me enteré de que Mario habia sido trasladado a las celdas de detencién
de ICE en 31 Hopkins Plaza en Baltimore, Maryland, porque le pregunté a un oficial de
inmigracion donde y por qué mi hermano estaba detenido. Me dieron el mapa para llegar a Hopkins
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Plaza y me dijeron que Mario estaba detenido y que me dirigiera a la oficina de Hopkins Plaza, y
que alli recibirfa mas informacion. Hice lo que me dijeron, pero no me dieron mas informacién
una vez que llegué. Le pregunté a los oficiales de Hopkins Plaza por qué mi hermano estaba
detenido alli, pero nadie me explicd nada.

Hablé con Mario unos dias después, cuando me llamé, y me confirmé que estaba detenido por ICE,
pero no dio ninguna indicacién de que fuera a ser trasladado a ningn lugar. Mi hermano me
informé que no tenia dénde dormir. No habia camas, y solo habia un bafio para toda la gente alli.
Se sentia desesperado y preocupado porque nadie le daba una explicacién de por qué estaba
detenido. Sintiéndome desesperada por el bienestar de mi hermano y la injusticia que estaba
sufriendo, en o alrededor de junio 5, 2025, contraté a Blessinger Legal PLLC para representar a
Mario y buscar su liberacion de la custodia de ICE.

Alrededor del 6 de junio de 2025, recibi un mensaje de texto del Centro de Detencién de Adultos
IAH POLK, y habia un enlace que podia usar para poder comunicarme con Mario. El mensaje
solicitaba fondos adicionales para la cuenta de Mario y transferi fondos a su cuenta. Mas tarde ese
dia, recibi una llamada del centro de detencidon desde la que Mario estaba tratando de llamarme,
pero era necesario colocar dinero adicional en su cuenta para facilitar la llamada. Por lo tanto, puse
mas dinero en la cuenta usando la aplicacion de enlace que tenia el mensaje. Durante el fin de
semana, finalmente hablé con Mario y me dijo que lo habian trasladado a Texas. Hasta donde yo
sé, desde entonces ha estado detenido en el Centro de Detencién de Adultos IAH Polk en
Livingston, Texas.

Mario también indic6 que los oficiales de ICE en Texas le pidieron que firmara documentos que
estaban en blanco y/o que no entendia porque los documentos estaban en inglés. Sin embargo,
Mario me dijo que se negé a firmar y notificé a los funcionarios de ICE que tiene un abogado, que
un juez de inmigracion le ha otorgado la CAT y que no puede ser deportado a El Salvador porque
estarfa en peligro. Sin embargo, los oficiales de inmigracion no intentaron contactar a sus abogados
en ningun momento. Mario dijo que tampoco se le ha dado la oportunidad de contactar a sus
abogados. A los oficiales de inmigracion no les importa que la vida de Mario corra peligro si
regresa a El Salvador. Los oficiales de inmigracion quieren que firme documentos para que pueda
ser deportado a El Salvador. Mario me informé que el oficial de inmigracién le dijo que iba a ser
deportado ya sea que firmara los documentos o no. Mas tarde, el oficial le ofrecié la deportacion
a México si firmaba los documentos, pero Mario le dijo que no podia ser deportado alli.
