The respondent’s appeal will be summarily dismissed pursuant to 8 C.F.R. 
§ 1003.1(d){2)()(G). The summary of the Immigration Judge’s oral decision dated September 5, 
2024, indicates that the respondent waived his right to appeal. The transcript of the respondent’s 
September 5, 2024, hearing before the Immigration Judge also reflects that he waived his right to 
appeal (Tr. at 88-89), However, on October 1, 2024, the respondent filed a Notice of Appeal (Form 
EOIR-26) with the Board. 

This case is not properly before the Board, as the respondent bas made no specific argument 
that his decision to waive his right to appeal was not a knowing and intelligent one. To the extent 
that the respondent makes a general assertion that he had trouble understanding the interpreter 
during his September 5, 2024, hearing, he has provided no specific examples, he did not raise this 
issue during the hearing below, and the transcript of the hearmg does not support his assertion. 
The Immigration Judge’s decision therefore became admmistratively final upon the respondent’s 
waiver of his right to appeal. 8 C.F.R. §§ 1003.3(a)(1) (final sentence), 1003.39; see Matter of 
Rodriguez-Diaz, 22 1&N Dec. 1320 (BIA 2000); see also Matter of Shih, 201&N Dec. 697 (BIA 
1993).
