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DECLARATION IN SUPPORT OF HABEAS PETITION

I, Weng Wengui, A220964566, declare under penalty of perjury that the following is

true and correct:

L.

I am presently detained by U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) at
the GEO South Texas ICE Processing Center, Dorm DH, Bed 28, Pearsall, Texas.
My minor child, Weng Jinhong, is being held at Compass Connections, Alpha
House, Room 3, Bed 3, San Antonio, Texas.

I filed Form I-589 (Application for Asylum) on May 17, 2025, and subsequently

received a Form I-797, Notice of Action, confirming receipt of my application. On

~June 23, 20235, Thad a phone interview, but was unabie to submit any evidence, and -~

no result or follow-up has been provided.

On July 4, 2025, I was taken into ICE custody at GEO South Texas ICE Processing
Center, while my minor child was taken into Compass Connections. Since that time,
ICE staff have continuously failed to provide me with any information regarding
the status of my case. I have not been formally charged, have not been placed in any
deportation proceedings, and no action has been taken in my case.

I have been detained for more than 90 days without any action taken on my case.
My minor child has been detained for more than 21 days and has been denied access
to education. The conditions of my confinement are poor, with inadequate medical
care and bad food, causing me and my child significant physical and emotional
suffering. In addition, ICE staff have mistreated me, including refusing to provide
me with a blanket.

I respectfully request that the Court hold a hearing to determine the lawfulness of
my and my child's detention by ICE, and order appropriate compensation if the
detention is found to be unfawful.
