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COMPLAINT FOR WRIT OF HABEAS CORPUS 

UNDER 28 U.S.C. § 2241 
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counsel, respectfully petitions this Court for a writ of habeas corpus pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 

2241, challenging his unlawful and prolonged civil immigration detention by U.S. [mmigration 

and Customs Enforcement (“ICE”) and seeking an order requiring a constitutionally adequate 

bond hearing. 

J. JURISDICTION AND VENUE 

1.This Court has jurisdiction under 28 U.S.C. § 2241 because Petitioner is currently held 

in federal immigration custody within this District and challenges the legality of his detention. 

Petitioner has been granted withholding of removal under INA § 241(b)(3), a form of 

mandatory protection ordered by an Immigration Judge on October 15, 2008, which prohibits 

his removal to Indonesia. The Court Order for Withholding of Removal is currently in the 

custody of the Otay Mesa Detention Center, where the Petitioner is presently detained. 

2.This Court also has federal-question jurisdiction under 28 U.S.C. § 1331, as 

Petitioner’s claims arise under the U.S. Constitution, the Immigration and Nationality Act 

(“INA”), and federal common law. 

3.Venue is proper in this District pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1391(e) because Petitioner is 

detained at the Otay Mesa Detention Center, which is located within this judicial district. 
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II. PARTIES 

4.Petitioner, Agustinus Na (A078-019-890), is a 48-year-old native and citizen of 

Indonesia, born on >< 1977. He entered the United States in December 1990 at the age 

of thirteen and has resided continuously in the United States for more than three decades. 

Petitioner completed his secondary education in the United States and subsequently attended UEI 

College, where he trained as a pharmacy technician. He has been employed in that profession 

continuously. Because Petitioner has received formal education in the United States since 

childhood, English is his primary language. 

Petitioner filed an asylum application on November 17, 2005. Although asylum was 

denied on October 15, 2008, he was granted withholding of removal, recognizing that he faces al 

clear probability of persecution if returned to Indonesia. 

Petitioner has deep and longstanding family ties in the United States, including two 

U.S.-born citizen daughters, a U.S. citizen father, a lawful permanent resident mother, and a U.S. 

citizen sibling. Despite these equities and his protected status, he is currently detained at Otay 

Mesa Detention Center under ICE custody. The Petitioner has close family ties to U.S. citizens 

and lawful permanent residents, who have submitted supporting evidence and sworn statements, 

as detailed in the exhibits below. 

5.Respondent Christopher J. LaRose is the Senior Warden of Otay Mesa Detention 

Center and has immediate physical custody over Petitioner. 
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6.Respondent U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) is the federal 

agency responsible for detaining Petitioner. 

7.Respondent U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) oversees the enforcement 

of federal immigration laws and maintains legal authority over Petitioner’s detention. 

8.Respondent Secretary of Homeland Security Kristi Lynn Arnold Noem is the head 

of DHS and is responsible for the administration and enforcement of immigration laws, including 

the authority under which Petitioner is detained. 

IJ. STATEMENT OF FACTS 

9. Petitioner and his immediate family, who are ethnically Chinese and practicing 

Christians, fled Indonesia to escape severe persecution, threats, and violence. Their mistreatment 

occurred in the context of widespread anti-Chinese and anti-Christian hostility, including 

government-tolerated and government-influenced attacks carried out during periods of 

><ie targeting Christian Chinese communities. Petitioner continues to face a 

— 
substantial and well-founded. The Petitioner faces risk of harm if returned to Indonesia. risk of 

persecution in Indonesia. Please see statement of Petitioner, Mr. Agustinus Na, attached as 

Exhibit “1”. 

10. Petitioner appeared for his scheduled supervision appointment on November 17, 

2025, at which time he was taken into the custody of U.S. Immigration and Customs 

Enforcement (“ICE”) without prior notice. Petitioner has been granted withholding of removal 

pursuant to INA § 241(b)(3), a form of protection issued by an Immigration Judge on October 
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15, 2008. However, the Petitioner has been detained in Otay Mesa Detention Center in San 

Diego, California since November 17, 2025. The Order of Withholding of Removal is currently 

in the custody of the Otay Mesa Detention Center where the Petitioner detained. 

11. Petitioner’s wife, Ms. Erita Atmadja, has also been granted withholding of removal 

under INA § 241(b)(3), a status she has held since July 26, 2006. Supporting documentation, 

including the immigration court order granting withholding, which is submitted as Exhibits “2”, 

“the marriage certificate, attached as Exhibit “3” and her statement, attached as Exhibit “4”. 

12. Petitioner is the father of twin minor daughters = both were 
oo 

born in Loma Linda, CA on a They are under the age of eighteen, who reside in 

the United States and rely on him for financial, emotional, and physical support. Petitioner’s 

mother is a lawful permanent resident, and his father is a United States citizen. Birth certificates 

of the Petitioner’s twin daughters are submitted as Exhibits |

13. Since Petitioner’s detention on November 17, 2025, his twin daughters have suffered 

significant mental, physical, and financial hardship. Their statements and supporting 

documentation, including evidence of their strong academic and athletic performance. The 

statement 2 < is attached as Exhibit “7”; and i-———_!Itatement is attached as 

Exhibit “8”. 

14. The Petitioner’s twin daughters are at significant risk of long-term emotional and 

developmental harm if deprived of their father’s presence and support. Their strong academic 

performance is documented in the school records of oe 
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< Additionally, a reference letter from the twins’ swimming coach, io 
— ——— 
is provided as Exhibit “11”. The Petitioner’s removal would have a substantial and detrimental 

s 

impact on the well-being of his U.S. citizen children 

15. Petitioner’s father a is a United States citizen. His 

naturalization certificate is submitted as an Exhibit “12”. 

16. The Petitioner’s mother, ea lawful permanent resident of the United States, 

has experienced significant sleep disturbances and emotional distress since learning of her son’s 

detention. In her written statement, attached as Exhibit 13, she describes the extreme hardship 

she has endured as a result of Augustinus’s detention. A copy of her permanent resident card is 

provided as Exhibit 14. 

17. Petitioner’s sister, | is a United States citizen. She provided a 
—— 

statement testifying how hardly her brother’s family especially his twin US Citizen daughters 

were impact. Her statement is attached as Exhibit “15”, and her naturalization certificate is 

attached as Exhibit “16”. 

18. Petitioner’s younger brother, < is also a United States citizen. He has 

indicated the strong attack to the whole family after his brother Augustinus Na was detained. The 

statement is attached as the Exhibit “17”. His naturalization certificate is submitted as Exhibit 

a | at 

19. Petitioner has numerous close family members who are United States citizens or 

lawful permanent residents. He has deep, longstanding, and overwhelmingly positive ties to the 
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United States. The evidence above testifies the Petitioner’s strong family ties in the United 

States. 

20. Petitioner entered the United States in December 28, 1990, at the age of thirteen as he 

was born 1 =< Jee refer to the Petitioner’s I-94 (Exhibit “19” and her previous 

Passport (Exhibit “20”). He has resided continuously in the United States for more than three 

decades. He completed his secondary education in the United States and later attended UE] 

College (Exhibit “21”), where he trained as a pharmacy technician. He has been employed in that 

profession continuously from July 31, 2000, to the present (Exhibit “22”). 

21. The Petitioner has received formal education in the United States since childhood, 

and English is his primary language. Consequently, he lacks the linguistic, cultural, and 

professional capacity to obtain employment or sustain himself in Indonesia. A copy of his 

educational diploma from UEI College is provided as Exhibit “21”. The Petitioner’s family has 

been unable to locate his high school diploma, which was stored by the Petitioner approximately 

twenty-five years ago and cannot now be found. Additionally, the Petitioner’s family obtained 

verification from the relevant licensing authority confirming that he has held a pharmacy 

technician license since July 31, 2000. This documentation is attached as Exhibit “22”, 

22. Petitioner has no criminal history, has never violated the conditions of his 

supervision, and has maintained consistent employment, supporting his entire household. It 

testifying his absence of criminal history 
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23. The government bears the burden of establishing by clear and convincing evidence 

that Petitioner poses a danger to the community. Matter of Adeniji, 22 1&N Dec. 1102, 1112 

(BIA 1999). 

24, Petitioner has had no encounters with law enforcement and no criminal issues of any 

kind since his entry into the United States. 

25. Petitioner therefore does not pose a danger to the community, and DHS cannot meet 

its burden under the applicable legal standard. 

26. Any attempt to remove Petitioner while he holds valid withholding of removal status 

would violate his due process rights under the Fifth Amendment. The government has provided 

no explanation or legal basis for rescinding his withholding of removal, and Petitioner has taken 

no action that would undermine that status. 

27. Removal to a third country would likewise violate Petitioner’s due process rights. 

Petitioner has no ties to any third country and has never consented to such removal. 

28. Petitioner has been detained at the Otay Mesa Detention Center since November 

2025, and his detention has become prolonged without a constitutionally sufficient hearing 

requiring the government to justify continued detention. 

29. Petitioner has never been afforded a hearing at which ICE was required to prove, by 

clear and convincing evidence, that he presents a danger to the community or a flight risk. 

30. Petitioner has strong incentives to appear for all immigration proceedings due to his 

pending asylum-related matters and his well-founded fear of returning to Indonesia. 
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31. Petitioner’s prolonged detention is causing him significant physical, emotional, and 

psychological harm, exacerbated by his trauma history and the impact of separation from his 

family. 

IV. CLAIMS FOR RELIEF 

A. Petitioner’s Prolonged Detention Violates the Due Process Clause of the Fifth 

Amendment 

32. Petitioner’s continued civil immigration detention, without a meaningful and 

individualized determination of whether his confinement is justified, violates the Fifth 

Amendment’s Due Process Clause. His detention has become unreasonably prolonged, 

arbitrary, and punitive in nature, exceeding the constitutional limits applicable to civil, 

non-punitive detention. 

B. The Government Has Failed to Provide a Constitutionally Adequate Custody 

Hearing 

33. Although Petitioner received a bond hearing on December 15 at 1:30 p.m., the 

government failed to present clear and convincing evidence demonstrating that Petitioner poses 

a danger to the community or a flight risk. The denial of release despite the absence of such 

evidence renders the proceeding constitutionally inadequate and violates the Due Process 

Clause, as well as established constitutional principles governing civil immigration detention. 

C. Detention Is Unlawful Because Petitioner Cannot Be Removed to Indonesia 

34. Petitioner has been granted withholding of removal under INA § 241(b)(3), which 

legally prohibits DHS from removing him to Indonesia. Because removal to Indonesia is not 
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legally permissible and is not reasonably foreseeable, continued detention lacks statutory 

authority and violates due process. 

D. Removal to a Third Country Would Violate Due Process 

35. Petitioner has no ties to any third country and has never consented to removal toa 

third country. Any attempt to remove him to a country other than Indonesia would violate the 

Due Process Clause, as such removal would be arbitrary, unsupported by law, and inconsistent 

with the protections afforded by his withholding of removal. 

VI. CONCLUSION 

Petitioner’s continued civil immigration detention—despite his long-standing residence 

in the United States, his extensive family ties, his lack of any criminal history, and his protected 

status under withholding of removal—has become unreasonably prolonged and lacks any lawful 

justification. The government has failed to provide a constitutionally adequate custody 

hearing, has not met its burden to demonstrate by clear and convincing evidence that Petitioner 

poses a danger or flight risk, and is legally prohibited from removing him to Indonesia. 

Because Petitioner’s detention is now arbitrary, punitive, and unsupported by any 

legitimate governmental interest, habeas relief is warranted. Petitioner therefore respectfully 

requests that this Court grant the relief sought in his Petition and order his immediate release, or, 

in the alternative, require a constitutionally compliant bond hearing. 
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For the foregoing reasons, Petitioner respectfully requests that this Court issue the writ 

and order a bond hearing or immediate release.

essential expenses to ensure our safety dnd stability. My two children depend on me 

emotionally, mentally, and financially to help support them throughout their education and 

life experiences. My wife works a part-time job; therefore, cannot sufficiently provide for 

our family independently. If | am deported, my family will face extreme hardship. My wife 

will not be able to provide for herself and our children alone. They would struggle without 

my presence, guidance, and support.

My husband's involvement in the house has positively influenced our children by tcaching 

them how to be independent with basic life skills such as cooking and cleaning. He is onc of the bigegcst 

supporters of their extracurriculars, especially swimming.

Without having to ask, he is always buying me, my mom, and my sister our 

favorite snacks from the grocery store. As the main provider, my dad pays for the majority of 

living expenses, working every other week for 7 days, Icaving at around 8:00 pm and coming 

home at 7:00 am. Despite working long shifts, he still makes time for me and my sister by taking 

us to school every day and occasionally taking days off (o attend our swim meets and academic 

events. 

His unwavering support encourages me to achicve the most in every field, including my 

13-year swim career. | still remember my dad standing outside across the pool in the pouring 

rain, cheering his heart out for my 30-second race. He is the reason why all club swim expenses 

are paid off, why I have one of the highest practice attendances out of the team, and why I give it 

my all in every race, no matter the weather. 

My father inspires me through my academic journey as well. He has taught me important 

morals and plays a huge role in supporting and molding the person I want to be when I grow up. 

Without his aid and role model attitude, | would have never taken advantage of all the academic 

opportunitics my school offers, such as AP/honors classes, clubs, and language classes.

On top of this, the pressure of 

college applications adds a heavy burden to my twin sister and me during an already difficult 

time. These are just a few cxamples of how my father's absence has tied my family in knots we 

can’t unwind.

On top of being the main provider for 

our family, my father takes the time to drive my sister and | to school every morning despite being 

exhausted after working all night, makes sure to cheer us on at all of our swim mects, and stays up to 

make us food whenever he can, No matier the circumstances, my father has always made the time and 

effort to make sure we could live comfortable lives. However, since my father has been taken away from 

us, our stable houschold has been threatened and all these costs and responsibilities have been piled over 
my ovenvhelmed mother.
