EMERGENCY MOTION FOR INJUNCTIVE RELIEF,

ACCESS TO COURTS, AND PRESERVATION OF EVIDENCE
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I. EMERGENCY NATURE OF RELIEF

PlaintifT Rogelio Bolufe Izquierdo is a civil immigration detainee who was previously confined
at Alcatraz of the Caimanes Detention Facility in Florida.

This Motion is filed as an emergency because Plaintiff and other detainees were subjected
to severe abuse, coercive confinement, psychological and physical mistreatment, and
conduct that detainees reasonably perceived as torture and unlawful, extrajudicial
detention, in violation of the Constitution and international human rights norms..

The effects of Defendants’ actions are ongoing, including lasting physical, psychological, and
legal harm,

II. FACTUAL BACKGROUND

While detained at Alcatraz of the Caimanes:

* Detainees were held under extreme and punitive conditions

* Detainees were subjected to intimidation, coercion, and threats

* Detainees reasonably believed they were being forcibly disappeared, tortured, and
unlawfully confined by a private facility operating under federal authority

* Plaintiff and others experienced severe psychological trauma

Plaintiff reasonably perceived his confinement as an unlawful and extrajudicial detention,
as detainees were held without meaningful access to the courts, without transparency, and
under conditions designed to break resistance and silence complaints.

Multiple detainees attempted to provide sworn statements regarding these abuses for use in
litigation.

However, due to detention-related restrictions and later mail obstruction at other facilities,
Plaintiff was delayed in filing this action, further compounding the harm.

Independent media reporting has documented similar allegations of abuse, inhumane
conditions, and mistreatment at the Alcatraz de los Caimanes facility, consistent with
detainee testimony and sworn declarations submitted in this action.

III. LEGAL BASIS

Plaintiff brings this action under:
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« First Amendment — access to courts and freedom of expression

« Fifth Amendment - due process and protection from punitive civil detention
+ Eighth Amendment principles (as applied to civil detainees)

=42 U.S.C. § 1983 / Bivens

* IFederal common law and constitutional tort doctrines

Civil immigration detention is not punishment.
Conditions designed to coerce, intimidate, or break detainees constitute unconstitutional
punishment.

IV. CRIMES AGAINST HUMAN DIGNITY (PLEADED
AS FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS)

Plaintiff alleges that Defendants — including a private corporation eperating under color of
federal law, ICE, DHS, and supervisory officials — engaged in conduct that

« Shocked the conscience

* Violated basic standards of human dignity

* Constituted cruel, inhuman, and degrading treatment
» Amounted to systemic abuse of detained civilians

These allegations are pleaded as constitutional violations, not criminal charges, and are
supported by detainee testimony and documentary evidence.

V. REQUEST FOR RELIEF

Plaintift respectfully requests that the Court:

A. Take judicial notice of the emergency nature of these allegations
B. Order preservation of all evidence, including:
« incident reports
= surveillance footage
+ use-of-force logs
* detaince complaints
» medical and mental health records
C. Enjoin Dcfendants from retaliating against Plaintiff or witnesscs
D. Grant any other relief the Court deems just and proper
