| had an appointment to check in with ISAP from 9 to 10 AM on Friday, February 20, 

2026. | entered the building and waited in the waiting room. | showed the officers proof of my 

appeal but they did not pay much mind to it. One of the officers asked me if | knew why | was 

there. | told them that | was there because | had a check in appointment but they said | was 

wrong. They told me | was there to be detained because | had a removal order. | kept insisting 

that they check my paper work (copies of my appeal) but they said the appeal was not in the 

system. They put handcuffs on me and put me in a room with other women. They held me there 

until 11 AM at which point they told us we would be moved. | pleaded that they let me go 

because | had my son and he had nobody else to care for him but they told me that | needed to 

tell a friend or family member to care for him. | explained that was not an option and that we had 

nobody else but they did not care. They did not care for the safety of my son or his wellbeing. | 

continued to tell them about my son but they told me that if | had no family there, then | just had 

to call someone to get him. | asked for a phone call but they refused. The officers told me that I 

would get a phone call when | got to Baltimore. 

Once at the Baltimore office, they took me to the 6th floor. There, they took my jacket off 

and searched my body. They checked every part of my body and even pulled my pants from my 

body in order to look at my underwear. | felt like | was being treated like a criminal when all | 

was doing was complying with them. | begged them for a phone call to my lawyer but they 

refused. They told me | would get one later. They made me sign away my possessions and then 

they took me to another room to fingerprint me. | was once again explained that | was being 

detained due to my removal order. | asked the officers questions but they ignored me. 

| was finally able to call someone to pick up my son and after that | was taken to a cell 

with other women. We were searched again in this cell. Then, the other women in the cell asked 

me if | had eaten. | told them that | had not. They told me that the officers were required to give 
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me something to eat even if it was just soup. Earlier, when | was being processed, a cup of 

instant noodles was placed in front of me but nobody told me it was for me. And out of the fear 

and shock, | was too scared to ask if | could have it. So | just sat there quietly. | was starving but 

it did not feel like anybody cared about that. Sometime after 3:30 PM, the officers told me that if 

| wanted to leave right now, | needed to buy a plane ticket to Peru. They promised me that if | 

bought the ticket at that same moment, | would be released to Peru. | tried explaining that | 

could not go to Peru because | was scared of the persecution but they did not care. They would 

stare at me and then laugh. It felt like they took great pleasure in watching me struggle, cry, and 

beg for mercy. They would again raise their phone so that | could use the phone translator. Even 

when | repeatedly explained my appeal, they told me | would do my appeal from prison. One of 

the officers pulled out his phone and started a one hour timer, He told me that | had one hour to 

get my plane ticket. He insisted that it needed to be a flight without layovers but flights like this 

to Peru did not exist. He finally told me that it could be a flight to Peru with stops in any other 

country besides the United States. Finally, my friend was able to buy a plane ticket for me. The 

officer gave me his phone number and told me that my friend needed to send him pictures of my 

son’s passport and a picture of my plane ticket. The ticket was purchased and sent to the officer 

with the phone number a ometime around 4:50 PM. My flight was to take off 

Monday afternoon around 4:15 PM. 

i did not feel good about having purchased the tickets but | did not feel like | had a 

choice. Throughout this whole process, they kept insisting that if | did not comply, my son would 

be taken away to what | think was a foster care system and that | would be sent to a prison 

where | would stay for a long time. They bullied me and forced me into signing documents that | 

did not understand and did not agree with. The officers explained what each document was but 

they were all in English so | could not confirm what they were telling me. | was terrified of what 

could happen to my son and | if | did not comply. The officers then gave me some documents 
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that | did not understand and they put me back in the cell. They left me there until maybe 6:40 

PM at which point they took me out of the cell and told me to sit on a bench. 

One of the officers gave me back my belongings and told me | was going home. He told 

me that | should not have been detained. | asked what he meant. | was confused because | had 

already purchased my ticket. He told me that it was all a mistake and that | should not have 

been detained. | kept pushing and | even reminded him that | had given him a copy of my 

appeal of the immigration judge’s order. The officers told me that he did not agree with my 

detention and that he gave that copy of the appeal to his boss but that his boss ordered my 

detention. It felt like they were passing the blame to protect themselves. He told me that | would 

continue my process from outside but told me that Monday | had to report to ISAP to get an 

ankle monitor installed. Worried about continued detention, | asked if | would be detained again 

but he told me | would not be. | asked again about the documents | was bullied into signing but 

he just brushed me off and told me they were trash. | was taken to the parking lot and told | was 

free. | had to find my own way home. After | left, | realized that they had kept my passport and 

my ISAP card. They left me in the parking Jot alone around 6:57 PM. 

I made my way home feeling extremely worried. My mind raced and | began to worry 

that they only released me so that they could follow me home to find other people out of status. 

As soon as | got home, | ran to my son and held him tightly. He begged me to not leave again. 

He kept pleading that we not be separated again and that they not take me. I kept thinking 

about the officer threatening to take my son and put him in the care of someone | didn't know. | 

felt sick to my stomach. | was treated like a criminal. | was humiliated, discriminated against, 

bullied, and harassed. Later, | noticed that my son had also not touched his food. The fear of my 

deportation made him unable to eat. As a mother, | felt awful knowing that my son and | had 

been through so much. | am also very worried about the money that | have now lost for the 

airline ticket that the ICE agents forced me to buy. | have a very limited income. A friend of mine 

paid for the ticket because | did not have the money and now | have to reimburse the friend. |
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feel that ICE should reimburse me for that ticket which was approximately $914 (Enclosed is a 

copy of the ticket. The airline will not refund the money). 

ICE ordered me on Friday before my release, that | had to report to ISAP on Monday 

morning. However, when I reported to the ISAP office on Monday morning, they were closed 

due to the snow storm. The same day, | received a call from an ISAP official. She told me | had 

had an appointment that day. | explained that | did go but that it was closed due to the snow. 

Usually, ISAP would tell me through the ISAP app if my appointment was cancelled but the app 

was not working. The ISAP officer then interruptted me and told me that she was not mother 

nature and she did not know if it would rain or snow or whatever. She then told me | had an 

appointment the next day on Tuesday and that it was up to me whether or not | would show. 

She told me | needed to be there the next day at 11 and then she hung up the phone on me 

without further discussion. As instructed, | reported to ISAP on Tuesday and they put a GPS 

bracelet on my ankle. | was instructed that | would have another in office checkin on March 24, 

2026, then a home visit on April 17, 2026, and then another office checkin on May 19, 2026. 

My son is worried about me leaving the house now. He calls me often. He has trouble 

falling asleep and he cries at night. He now suffers from nightmares every night since Friday. | 

am also terrified of leaving my house. Our lives have been marked and changed forever 

because of what happened on Friday.

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Declaraci6n Jurada de Karolay FLORES ALVAREZ 

Tuve una cita para presentarme con ISAP de 9 a 10 AM el viernes 20 de febrero de 

2026. Entré al edificio y esperé en la sala de espera. Les mostré a los oficiales prueba de mi 

apelacion, pero no le prestaron mucha atencidn. Uno de los oficiales me pregunto si sabia por 

qué estaba alli. Les dije que estaba alli porque tenia una cita de registro, pero dijeron que 

estaba equivocada. Me dijeron que estaba alli para ser detenida porque tenia una orden de 

deportacién. Segui insistiendo en que revisaran mis documentos (copias de mi apelacién), pero 

dijeron que fa apelacién no estaba en el sistema. Me pusieron esposas y me llevaron a una 

habitacién con otras mujeres. Me mantuvieron alli hasta las 11 AM, momento en el que nos 

dijeron que nos trasladarian. Supliqué que me dejaran ir porque tenia a mi hijo y no tenia a 

nadie mas que lo cuidara, pero me dijeron que necesitaba decirle a un amigo o familiar que lo 

cuidara. Expliqué que eso no era una opcidn y que no teniamos a nadie mas, pero no les 

importd. No les importé la seguridad de mi hijo ni su bienestar. Continué hablandoles de mi hijo, 

pero me dijeron que si no tenfa familia alli, entonces simplemente tenia que llamar a alguien 

para que lo recogiera. Pedi hacer una llamada telefénica, pero se negaron. Los oficiales me 

dijeron que tendria una llamada cuando llegara a Baltimore. 

Una vez en la oficina de Baltimore, me llevaron al sexto piso. Alli, me quitaron la 

chaqueta y registraron mi cuerpo. Revisaron cada parte de mi cuerpo e incluso separaron mis 

pantalones de mi cuerpo para mirar mi ropa interior. Senti que me estaban tratando como una 

criminal cuando todo lo que estaba haciendo era cumplir con ellos. Les rogue por una llamada 

a mi abogado, pero se negaron. Me dijeron que tendria una mas tarde. Me hicieron firmar para 

entregar mis pertenencias y luego me llevaron a otra sala para tomarme las huellas dactilares. 

Nuevamente me explicaron que estaba siendo detenida debido a mi orden de deportacién. Les 

hice preguntas a los oficiales, pero me ignoraron.
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Finalmente pude llamar a alguien para que recogiera a mi hijo y después de eso me 

llevaron a una celda con otras mujeres. Nos registraron nuevamente en esa celda. Luego, las 

otras mujeres en la celda me preguntaron si habfa comido. Les dije que no. Me dijeron que los 

oficiales estaban obligados a darme algo de comer, aunque fuera solo sopa. Antes, mientras 

me estaban procesando, colocaron un vaso de fideos instantaneos frente a mi, pero nadie me 

dijo que era para mi. Y por el miedo y el shock, tenia demasiado miedo de preguntar si podia 

comerlos. Asi que simplemente me quedé sentada en silencio. Tenia mucha hambre, pero no 

parecia que a nadie le importara. En algun momento después de las 3:30 PM, los oficiales me 

dijeron que si queria irme en ese mismo momento, necesitaba comprar un boleto de avién a 

Peru. Me prometieron que si compraba el boleto en ese instante, me liberarian para viajar a 

Peru. Traté de explicarles que no podia ir a Peru porque tenia miedo de la persecucién, pero no 

les import6é. Me miraban fijamente y luego se refan. Senti que sentian gran placer al verme 

luchar, llorar y suplicar por misericordia. Nuevamente levantaban su teléfono para que pudiera 

usar el traductor. Incluso cuando expliqué repetidamente mi apelacién, me dijeron que haria mi 

apelacion desde la prision. Uno de los oficiales sacé su teléfono y comenz6 un temporizador de 

una hora. Me dijo que tenfa una hora para conseguir mi boleto de avidn. Insistié en que tenia 

que ser un vuelo sin escalas, pero vuelos asi a Pert no existian. Finalmente me dijo que podia 

ser un vuelo a Peru con escalas en cualquier otro pais excepto en los Estados Unidos. 

Finalmente, mi amiga pudo comprar un boleto de avidn para mi. El oficial me dio su numero de 

teléfono y me dijo que mi amiga debia enviarle fotos del pasaporte de mi hijo y una foto de mi 

boleto de avidn. El boleto fue comprado y enviado al oficial con el numero de teléfono 

<< —< | alrededor de las 4:50 PM. Mi vuelo estaba programado para salir el lunes por la 

tarde alrededor de las 4:15 PM. 

No me sentia bien por haber comprado los boletos, pero no sentia que tuviera otra 

opcion. Durante todo este proceso, siguieron insistiendo en que si no cumplia, mi hijo seria 
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llevado a lo que creo que era un sistema de cuidado temporal y que yo serla enviada a una 

prisién donde permaneceria por mucho tiempo. Me intimidaron y me obligaron a firmar 

documentos que no entendia y con los que no estaba de acuerdo. Los oficiales explicaron qué 

era cada documento, pero todos estaban en inglés, asi que no podia confirmar lo que me 

estaban diciendo. Estaba aterrorizada por lo que podria pasarle a mi hijo y a mi si no cumplia. 

Luego, los oficiales me dieron algunos documentos que no entendia y me devoivieron a la 

celda. Me dejaron alli hasta aproximadamente las 6:40 PM, momento en el que me sacaron de 

la celda y me dijeron que me sentara en una banca. 

Uno de los oficiales me devolvié mis pertenencias y me dijo que me iba a casa. Me dijo 

que no debi haber sido detenida. Le pregunté qué queria decir. Estaba confundida porque ya 

habia comprado mi boleto. Me dijo que todo habia sido un error y que no debi haber sido 

detenida. Segul insistiendo e incluso le recordé que le habia entregado una copia de mi 

apelacidn de la orden del juez de inmigracién. Los oficiales me dijeron que él no estaba de 

acuerdo con mi detencién y que le dio esa copia de la apelacién a su jefe, pero que su jefe 

ordené mi detencidén. Senti que se estaban pasando la culpa entre ellos para protegerse. Me 

dijo que continuaria mi proceso desde afuera, pero que el lunes tenia que presentarme en ISAP 

para que me instalaran un monitor electrénico en el tobillo, Preocupada por una posible 

detencion continua, le pregunté si me volverian a detener, pero me dijo que no. Volvia 

preguntar sobre los documentos que me obligaron a firmar, pero simplemente lo ignoré y me 

dijo que eran basura. Me Ilevaron al estacionamiento y me dijeron que era libre. Tuve que 

buscar mi propia manera de regresar a casa. Después de irme, me di cuenta de que se habian 

quedado con mi pasaporte y mi tarjeta de ISAP. Me dejaron sola en el estacionamiento 

alrededor de las 6:57 PM. 

Logré llegar a casa sintiéndome extremadamente preocupada. Mi mente no dejaba de 

pensar y comencé a preocuparme de que solo me habian liberado para poder seguirme hasta 
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mi casa y encontrar a otras personas sin estatus migratorio. En cuanto llegué a casa, corri 

hacia mi hijo y lo abracé fuertemente. El me rogé que no me fuera otra vez. Seguia suplicando 

que no nos separaran nuevamente y que no me llevaran. No dejaba de pensar en el oficial que 

amenazé con flevarse a mi hijo y ponerlo al cuidado de alguien que yo no conocia. Me sentia 

enferma del estémago. Fui tratada como una criminal. Fui humillada, discriminada, intimidada y 

acosada. Mas tarde, noté que mi hijo tampoco habia tocado su comida. El miedo a mi 

deportacién le quite el apetito. Como madre, me senti terrible al saber que mi hijo y yo 

habiamos pasado por tanto. También estoy muy preocupada por el dinero que ahora he perdido 

por el boleto de avién que los agentes de ICE me obligaron a comprar. Tengo ingresos muy 

limitados. Una amiga pag6 el boleto porque yo no tenia al dinero y ahora tengo que 

reembolsarle esa cantidad. Considero que ICE deberia reembolsarme el costo de ese boleto, 

que fue aproximadamente $914 (se-adjunta copia del boleto. La aerolinea no reembolsara el 

dinero). 

ICE me ordené el viernes, antes de mi liberacién, que tenia que presentarme en ISAP el 

lunes por la mafiana. Sin embargo, cuando me presenté en la oficina de ISAP el lunes por la 

mafiana, estaba cerrada debido a la tormenta de nieve. Ese mismo dia, recib/ una llamada de 

una oficial de ISAP. Me dijo que yo tenia una cita ese dia. Le expliqué que si fui, pero que 

estaba cerrado debido a la nieve. Normalmente, ISAP me avisa a través de la aplicacion de 

ISAP si mi cita es cancelada, pero la aplicacion no estaba funcionando. La oficial de ISAP me 

interrumpié y me dijo que ella no era la madre naturaleza y que no sabia si iba a llover, nevar o 

lo que fuera. Luego me dijo que tenia una cita al dia siguiente, el martes, y que dependia de mi 

si me presentaba o no. Me dijo que tenia que estar alli al dia siguiente a las 11 y luego me 

colgé el teléfono sin mas explicacién. Como se me indicé, me presenté en ISAP el martes y me 

colocaron un brazalete GPS en el tobillo. Se me indicé que tendria otra cita en la oficina el 24 
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de marzo de 2026, luego una visita domiciliaria el 17 de abril de 2026 y después otra cita en la 

oficina el 19 de mayo de 2026. 

Mi hijo ahora esta preocupado cuando salgo de la casa. Me llama con frecuencia. Tiene 

dificultad para quedarse dormido y llora por las noches. Desde el viernes, sufre pesadillas todas 

las noches. Yo también estoy aterrorizada de salir de mi casa. Nuestras vidas han quedado 

marcadas y cambiadas para siempre por lo que ocurriéd el viernes.
